Shelter and Housing

· Last year, Housing Access and Support Services workers found permanent housing for 270 chronically homeless people and 3,000 others were given housing information and referral.

· Fred Victor’s 80 affordable apartment units on Mortimer Road and Dawes Road are home to 52 children, and three units provide six spaces for Crown Wards to begin their adult life.
· 14 women living with disabilities at 319 Dundas Street have greater access thanks to two Fred Victor support workers.
· Our Caledonia Road shelter is the only pet-friendly shelter in the City of Toronto.

· Fred Victor’s main site at 145 Queen Street is currently under construction.  The new, Green building, will provide supportive housing to 100 formerly homeless people.
Community Programs

· Our Open House Drop-in provided healthy snacks to approximately 1,760 people in 2010.
· Friends Catering Company, a social purpose enterprise, hires and trains people who have difficulty getting and keeping a job.  The company catered 186 orders this past year.
· 132 people benefited from Fred Victor’s mental health and justice program.  It keeps people who struggle with their mental health out of jail.
Women’s Services
· 40 women per night find shelter at Fred Victor Centre Women’s Hostel. Since opening in 1997, approximately 2,750 different women have found safe refuge at the Hostel.
· The Women’s Day Program is a safe haven providing information and referral to more than 100 women every week day.
Employment and Training
· In 2010, Fred Victor served 3,740 individuals in Employment Services, funded by Employment Ontario

· Fred Victor’s Back to Basics Program helped teach and upgrade 80 students last year.

· THRIVE, a housing and employment support group for transgendered people, is at the forefront of advocacy for Trans people in our city.
